Thoughts from Oasis student, Natalie Tankersley:  
Out of all of the things that students know about the seventies, revival isn't 
one of them. The Vietnam War, hippies, rock and roll, drug overdoses, and 
climate concerns cloud the decade in a shroud of smog for most people, and 
yet, it marked a pivotal change in the Christian faith with the salvation of a 
group of people thought to be unreachable: the hippies. Revival found its 
roots in the very type of people who the church had pushed away. Young 
people flocked to the churches only to be turned away at the door. If not for 
one church in Mesa, California, the spark of revival might never have spread 
into a blaze. Calvary Church opened its doors to all people, no matter of    
appearance. They werenôt looking for people who had it all together. They 
were looking for the outcasts in society, and they found them. What started 
out as a single church opening its doors to lost people turned into a       
movement. The Jesus Movement swept across the country through high schools and colleges,   
saving an estimated quarter of a million young people. One church made the decision to put their 
own judgments aside and reach out to the ones who society and the church both deemed       
unsavable. One church made all of the difference. God can save anyone through you if youôre     
willing to put aside your own thoughts and feelings about the matter. Jonah didnôt want to go to 
Nineveh either. The church as a whole didnôt want to reach the hippies. God did. Will you let God 
take you somewhere you donôt want to be to reach people you donôt understand?
